THE CHALLENGE

Hawaii County, especially the Puna district, is home to some of the United States’ most
infrastructurally under-served businesses. Agricultural related entities totalled 35% percent of
the county’s total income, despite a widespread lack of commercial irrigation, arable land,
utilities and funding. Hawaii’'s cottage agricultural industries are fighting to survive against
franchised retailers and imported items produced by corporations with multi-million dolla
international advertising budgets. Cost-effective marketing implementations and value added
competition among small local businesses is crucial to their viability, sustainability, and will
enable the developing economic participants of Puna an opportunity to compete.

The youth and young adults in the Puna area are some of Hawaii's most educationally needy
citizens. Despite a lack of youth oriented activities, educational programs and informational
resources, there are many activities taking place throughout East Hawaii which can be enriching
and positive, drug-free catalysts for a lifetime of interest for Hawaii's youth. There exists,
however, a lack of reference for information about the many activities available through a
myriad of organizations. If community initiatives are currently underway, but participation is
low- publicity and fostering interest is key. Community based educational activities, programs
and events need to be publicized, in much the same manner as commercial activities. The more
interesting the media, and the more widespread its distribution, the more we will begin to
recognize its educational impact in the community.

During the last decade, in the race to modernize advertising and education, electronically
produced internet websites and fleeting sound-bite oriented radio and television
programming has largely eliminated the time-proven resource of printed publications available
for reference material. They have, in effect, discouraged the public and youth from pursuing the
self-educational benefits of reading. This has resulted in the majority of disadvantaged folk
without internet access and electronic media being systematically deprived of timely
information for reference.

A BRIGHTER OUTLOOK

Linda Lingle stated in the Hawaii State of the State Address 2005 in Honolulu, that visitor
expenditures reached an all-time high of $10.3 billion. The tourism industry attracted almost
seven million guests to Hawaii’s shores last year. She also pointed out that investor confidence is
high,and the construction industry is booming. So, while the potential is promising, the gap in
benefits to the disadvantaged, largely impoverish and under-educated population continues to
widen.



HAWAII'S STRENGTHS

Hawaii has the most ethnically diverse population of the 50 United States, and fortunately, the
buying power of minority households is increasing at a rapid pace in general. Mean household
income across the US, of Asian and Pacific Islander households, increased between 1990 and 2000
by 125%; Hispanic families enjoyed an increase in buying power of 118%, and African American
household buying power grew by 86%. The pace of economic growth however, has not been
matched with private investment in beneficial marketing infrastructure here in Hawaii, resulting in
adisparity in the ability of traditional cottage industry and local agricultural producers to compete
with their more solvent counterparts.

Minority owned firms in the Hilo area equal almost 65% of all firms. In Hawaii County as a whole,
58% of all businesses were minority owned, in the 1997 US Census report. Diversity of
population is Hawaii’s strength, in human resource, and in ethnic diversity among commercial
operants. This diversity is nurtured and promoted through limited reach public education
programs from a handful of resources. However, corporate and publicly funded printed
publications which provide free, timely, attractively presented, educational and cultural
information are conspicuously absent. Printed publications have always been the most
consistently successful edifying source of reference and educational resources available to
populations throughout history.

The spectre of disappearing cultural practices of the past, here in Hawaii is the most inspiring
reason to publish printed materials. The printed documentation of today’s culture for future
reference among families and in a permanently archivable form, made freely available to the
public,is something prolific we can learn to do for future generations. By looking at the lack of
cultural archives of the past, the value of them becomes sadly apparent.

We can prevent the future loss of cultural reference by providing the infrastructure in our own
time to produce and preserve it for the future. Not only will we be documenting the culture of
our own times, the medium can also be used to present and document many aspects of the
past.A magazine is like a cultural time capsule on a printed page. The custom of preservation of
alibrary of historic periodicals can provide a model for preservation of the cultures of the past.
We may see our current trends as insignificant, but in 20 year’s time, your children will likely be
grateful for the forethought of our generations.

THE CO-OPERATIVE REMEDY

The PunaTiki Times intends to address these and many other community issues by providing a
consistent and reliable promotional media outlet for the distribution of information to
stimulate our agricultural as well as tourism based economy, and to further integrate the two
industries economically,in a style indicative of the art and culture of Hawaii.
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With fiscal support, we will cooperatively provide an artistically presented and informative,
entertaining and educational advertising medium for the promotion of cultural concepts, new
ideas, economic facts, and current news; all made available free of charge, and distributed widely
to the diverse residential and business communities here in East Hawaii.

AN INNOVATIVE DEVELOPMENT RESOURCE

The production of this printed magazine format, editorial and advertising avenue will result in
even more cost-effective benefits to the under-represented industrialists and retailers here in
Hawaii. KMA Design Studios maintains digital files of all commercial artwork in storage for the
continued use of all advertisers.
