The inherent capacity of our citizens lies in our brainpower, in our intellectual
and mental prowess, in our skills, hard work, and inventiveness, in our capacity
to learn and do so quickly, to assimilate and utilise knowledge and information
for productive purposes, as well as to generate income for ourselves and
wealth for our Country.

Further, our deep moral base, our high sense of justice, integrity and honesty
have been built on a concrete foundation of spiritual and religious sensibilities
long laid down by our forefathers.

As we travel together through this first Decade of the 21st Century, the NNP

In the Prime MinisterOs Millennium Vision delivered on the 31st December
1999, the NNP proposed the acquisition and utilisation of knowledge as one

of the most effective ways to empower our people and reduce the level of
poverty in the domestic economy.

The NNP is convinced that Information and Communication Technology (ICT)
must be embraced as a vital tool in the next phase of the Nation's
development. The next NNP Administration will create an attractive
regulatory environment to facilitate the development of Grenada as a
Knowledge-based Society.

NNP will continue to pursue the Millennium Vision to have at least 50 percent

of our human resources engaged in high-value knowledge-based activities,
including ICT, financial services, education, agriculture, agro-processing,
tourism, sport and entertainment.

NNP will make knowledge and learning more easily available to all our
people, including the physically and mentally challenged, whoever they are,
wherever they live in Grenada, Carriacou and Petit Martinique. We will school
our people in the technigues of utilising knowledge for self-development,

for income and employment generation, in fields of creativity and
inventiveness. And, we will build and leave a rich legacy for our children and
our children's children.
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Skills

The NNP recognises the need to accelerate our skill development efforts. NNP
will make skill acquisition and skill utilisation readily available and within easy
reach of all Grenadians. The modernisation, strengthening and expansion of
TAMCC will be our principal instrument in this endeavour.

NNP will embark on a planned programme of strategic training and skill
development at technician levels, in strategically important fields that will

be required during the decade. Developing The

Laboratory Technicians and other Health Sub-Professionals, Computer
Technicians Draughtsmen, other skills in the construction, electrical and I I
plumbing fields, the range of maintenance technicians, metal workers, welders,
tool and dye makers are some of the priority skills to be pursued.

NNP will embark on the establishment of a school for technicians - a College of
Technology. The College will focus on the training and re-training of a range of
sub-professionals and technicians necessary to raise the level of technical
expertise and productivity to the heights required by our Nation in the next
phase of economic development and transformation.

NNP will promote the establishment of a National Apprenticeship Programme
covering selected craft areas of national priority, such as wood sculpting, arts
and craft and yacht repair, automotive technology and construction, fabricating,
electrical and mechanical engineering.

A system of scholarships, bursaries and assistance will be developed; and
cooperation with friendly governments and donor agencies will be utilised
to give technical and other support to theses endeavours

Talent

With its limited natural resources and the absence of mineral wealth, Grenada
must depend on people-talents and people-capabilities to build and sustain the
Country, to enable it to survive and to progress in a less-than-friendly world
environment.

NNP believes that the God-given talents of all our people, including the talents

Security of the individual is the first order of priority for any free and democratic
State. It is the duty and responsibility of the elected Government to ensure
good governance and create a safe and harmonious national environment
in which the individual can freely pursue his legitimate aspirations and
daily duties.

The economic and psychological uncertainties caused by the incidents on
September 11th, 2001 created untold pressures on small States such as
Grenada. The current international environment of heightened and widespread
criminality has had its impact on Grenada. However, the improved and
demonstrated capabilities of the Royal Grenada Police Force have resulted in
increased confidence by the population. Higher training, improved and
modernised policing systems, the implementation of the Community Police
Programme, as well as better regional and international co-operation and
information sharing have resulted in greater crime-fighting effectiveness by our
Police Officers.

The NNP Administration will implement the National Crime Strategy, which
was formulated following extension consultations with all stakeholders. This
comprehensive strategy includes measures designed to:

Prevent and reduce the incidence of illegal activities
and anti-social behaviour.

/ Strengthen our capacity to detect, apprehend and
bring criminals to justice.

/ Rehabilitate and reintegrate social deviants, wherever
this is possible.

The Strategy involves policies that overlap with other sectors and requires
implementation by several Government and non-government agencies. These
include agencies responsible for such activities as literacy and education, youth
and sports, poverty alleviation, social services, the promotion of spiritual and

moral values, employment creation, among others.

The NNP will seek to promote and sustain policies that develop positive self-
image in the society, that create hope for brighter prospects and provide
avenues for social and economic mobility among all sectors of the society.

The next NNP Administration will continue to strengthen and improve
National Security in terms of crime fighting capabilities; continuous
technological improvements, continuous upgrading and training, improved
recruitment, and better relations with the public.

An NNP Government will deepen its support for greater community policing
activities via such mechanisms as increasing police presence in villages,
sponsoring neighbourhood activities, developing police cadets and police boys
and girls clubs, as well as re-instituting school cadet corps.

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When the NNP won our historic victory in 1999, there were concerns
expressed about the lack of Opposition.

The NNP Government has undertaken the important task of improving
the efficiency and effectiveness of the Public Sector.

A Programme of Public Sector Reform has been instituted, with the

assistance of various international agencies. Significant progress has been

made.

There is need now to introduce an element of civil monitoring over the
performance of the Public Service and to provide the general public with
more satisfaction in the delivery of service.

The next NNP Government will, therefore, enact legislation to establish
the Office and the appointment of a Public Sector Complaints Authority.

This Authority will undertake, at no charge to the citizens, an independent,
private and confidential investigation into any complaints against central
government departments, public bodies such as statutory bodies and the
health sector, with the exception of the police and judges. The Authority will

determine appropriate remedy.

When a citizen feels that a hardship or an injustice has been caused to him
or her as a result of "mal-administration” or a failure in service on the part of
any central government department or other public bodies, a complaint can
be made to the Public Sector Complaints Authority

The Officers of the Public Sector Complaints Authority will be
independent of Government Ministers and Ministries.

It is the
cornerstone of the social and economic transformation of our Nation. It
is NNP's major instrument for the empowerment of our people and

the security for our future.

Education is also part of our policy for poverty reduction, as well as for
upward economic and social mobility, and the reduction of social
inequalities in our Country.

Education will also facilitate the release of the immense natural potential
of our people.

The NNP Government has invested heavily in developing and
expanding the physical infrastructure by building and refurbishing
schools. This will continue.

We have given high priority to modernising the curriculum and
optimizing the overall efficiency of the Education System. This will
continue.

The introduction of Information and Communication Technology
(ICT) into secondary schools opened a whole new world of skill
development and learning opportunities for students and teachers.

The next NNP Administration will deepen this process by introducing
ICT at the primary school level.

We will also establish a Certification process into the school system, as
students complete and achieve different skill levels.

We will continue to build more capacity to ensure that more children
complete secondary school, and do so with higher levels of
competence.

Grenada will be a participant in the Caribbean Knowledge and Learning
Network. This World Bank Project will use satellite connectivity
technology to link the colleges in the Region, providing learning
opportunities for a wider cross-section of our citizens. This will also
provide for greater effectiveness and speedier advancement to our
Millennium Vision for a Knowledge Based Society.

T. A. Marryshow Community College (TAMCC)

TAMCC is the NationOs principal tertiary educational institution. The next
NNP Administration intends to strengthen TAMCC, give it greater
autonomy and flexibility of operations, and empower it to produce a
wider range of tertiary level graduates and professionals.

In this context, we will strengthen the active relationship between
TAMCC and the St. Georges University (SGU). This will allow our
National College to offer more Grenadians the opportunity to remain at
home and gain a university degree.

The College will also be strengthened to increase opportunities in the
field of Applied Arts and Technology. This will cover Technician
qualifications in a number of key areas.
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We will consolidate under TAMCC some of our existing institutions the Newv National Party
such as the Mirabeau Farm School, the School of Nursing, and the
Hotel Training School to secure better management and cost

effectiveness, and attract more students into these areas of study.

TAMCC will expand the classes offered to Adults in order to attain a MSK}D
national literacy rate of 100 percent. In this respect, TAMCC will build

on and complement the work being done by Government

departments, volunteers and NGO's in the field of Adult Literacy.

NNP Administration will continue and improve on-going initiatives, .

The New National Party has worked closely with Labour and other local
stakeholders and the International Labour Organisation in creating a
labour market environment that is conducive to investment, job
creation and wage remuneration.

The strategy in the Labour Code calls for Conciliation, Mediation and
Arbitration prior to either a Strike by employees or a Lockout by
employers. This system requires more dialogue and greater negotiation
on the part of both employers and trade unions. This will help to improve
Grenada's international image for stability in all sectors of the economy
and induce investor coEnfidence, resulting in more jobs and greater
economic growth.

NNP has always sought the well-being of GrenadaOs workers in terms
of wages, allowances, working conditions, and the rights of workers,
whether Unionized or non-Unionized.

The settlement of the 12-year dispute between the Seamen and
Waterfront Workers Union and the Grenada Shipping Agents over
containerized cargo brought many benefits to the workers and the public
by way of reduced prices on the ports.

The revision of the Minimum Wages in 2002, after thirty years, brought
benefits to agricultural workers, domestic workers, industrial workers,
construction workers, catering assistants, clerical assistants, shop
assistants, security guards, vehicle drivers and bus conductors, among
many others.

The passage of the Special Pension Acts of 2003 now
qualifies a number of categories of workers who were
formerly disqualified by the Pensions Disqualification Act of
1983. It enables many deserving persons to now enjoy a
pension.

In addition, the NNP Government secured payments to those agricultural
workers who lost all benefits with the dissolution of the Provident Fund on
the formation of the NIS in 1983. The workers now receive monthly
payments as well as a payment for funeral expenses.

The NNP Government also works directly to help find jobs for persons at
home and aboard with the Cruise Ship Programme and the
Canada/Caribbean Seasonal Farm Workers Programme.

The Inspection Programme of the Ministry of Labour monitors working
conditions and safety conditions of workers and recommends to
employers improvements in the interest of the workers.
